Kiara: Is there a college?

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Kiara:  Good morning, Teacher.

Kiara:  Please tell me about today’s schedule. 

(Teacher) Mr. Yamamoto: Yes. School is from 8 o’clock.  Today, (the 

classes are) social studies, Japanese language, P.E., art, 

music, and English.  Do you have any questions? 

Kiara: Yes, I do.  Tomorrow’s schedule and today’s 

schedule are different, aren’t they?  Is the schedule 

different every day? 

(Teacher) Mr. Yamamoto: Oh, you mean the daily class schedule?  Yes, 

every day is different. 
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Jun: The computer lab is here.  The gym is way over there. 

Kiara: Oh, I see.  Where is the library? 

Jun: It is way over there. 

Kiara: This high school is really big, isn’t it?  What is next period? 

Jun: Umm.  Next is 4th period. 4th period is math.  

Kiara: What is 5th period? 

Jun: 5th period is English.  6th period is art.  After class, there are clubs.  My 

club is the judo club. 

Kiara: Really?  I’m a 3rd degree brown belt. 

Jun: What?!  3rd degree?  That’s incredible. 
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Kiara: Teacher, excuse me. It’s a bit hot. Is it all right to 

open the window? 

(Teacher) Mr. Yamamoto: Yes, that’s fine.  Please open that window and 

that window over there. Everyone, today, there is no 

homework.  But, there is a quiz. Well then, please take 

out your textbook and a piece of paper.  Also get out a 

pencil. 

Kiara:  Teacher, excuse me.  Is it all right to write with a pen? 

(Teacher) Mr. Yamamoto: No, a pen is no good.  Please write with a pencil.  

Everyone, do you have pencils? 

Everyone: Yes, we do. 

(Teacher) Mr. Yamamoto: Good. Well, let’s begin. 
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Jun: Hello, Ben. 

Ben: Hello. It’s hot, isn’t it? Kiara, how is Japanese school? 

Kiara: It’s fun. But it’s hot and humid, isn’t it? We don’t have air 

conditioning at our school. How is the middle school? 

Ben: It’s cool.  My middle school does have air conditioning, you know.  

(a very strong wind comes out of nowhere) 

Ben: Wow!  That’s some wind, isn’t it? 

Jun: Let’s go to the torii gate of that Shinto shrine over there!
